Possible causes of bad breath
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Halitosis — known as bad breath to most — is an embarrassing condition that can
affect anyone at any time, and is caused by several factors. The most common causes of bad
breath are preventable and easily treated, however certain medical conditions may also cause
bad breath. Chronic halitosis may indicate an underlying medical concern that should be
addressed by your dentist.

The food we eat can adversely affect our breath. Odors from garlic, onions, cabbage,
and certain spices may result in halitosis when the suspected food is absorbed into the
bloodstream after digestion. When the blood has transferred to the lungs, the smell of the food
is evident when you exhale.

It may seem like an obvious factor, but when you examine how limited and neglected
brushing and flossing habits contributes to bad breath, the cause hits you like a brick wall —
decaying food particles and bacteria trapped in your mouth.

When the food we eat is left behind either because it is trapped in hard to reach places
such as the wisdom teeth, the tiny hair-like follicles on the tongue, or simply because brushing
and flossing is neglected, it begins to decay in your mouth. The human mouth is 98.6 F, an
ideal temperature for food to begin to decompose. When you exhale, the odor from the
decomposing food, bacteria, and plaque causes the offensive odor.

Most common dental infections

Your mouth is full of oral bacteria, some beneficial and some harmful. Maintaining
good oral hygiene habits is important for preventing an overpopulation of harmful oral
bacteria, which can lead to oral health problems. One of the most common oral health issues
is dental infection, which is caused when the harmful oral bacteria works through a break in
oral mucous membranes. Some of the most common dental infections include:

Gum disease, which is also known as periodontal disease. It can accumulate in the sticky film
known as plaque, coating the gum line and the teeth. If plaque is not removed within twenty-
four hours of formation (through good oral hygiene habits like brushing and flossing teeth), it
hardens into tartar. It impossible to remove tartar at home, and tartar is toxic to the gums—
opening the door for microorganisms to move into gingival tissues.

Tooth abscess. Severe tooth decay exposes the inner pulp layer of the tooth, thereby putting
this area at risk for infection. The inner area of the tooth is where the nerve endings and blood
vessels that nourish and innervate the tooth are located. When this area is exposed and left
unprotected, bacteria can infiltrate and cause irritation.

Pericoronitis. In order for a tooth to erupt into the mouth, it must break through the gum
tissues. Unfortunately, this means that there is an opening that microorganisms can easily
work through.

History of dental fillings
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Holes in teeth have been filled for centuries. The filling material has significantly
changed over the centuries, with the establishment of the dentistry profession and advances in
learning and technology.

Researchers found the remains of a man in a cave in Italy with beeswax in his teeth.
These remains are about 6000 years old and are believed to be among the first forms of dental
fillings. The first evidence of using gold comes from around 200 A.D. with the ancient
Etruscans, who used it for crowns as well as fillings. The ancient Chinese were the first to be
documented using amalgam fillings about 500 years later. Amalgam is a blend of metals,
including silver and even trace amounts of mercury, which has caused controversy over the
years. Although it has been and continues to be used to fill about 75 percent of cavities, some
patients do not wish to risk getting mercury poisoning. Even though the level of mercury in
amalgam fillings is less than the average person is exposed to every day, the worry is not
difficult to understand.

Fortunately, these days many dentists offer porcelain or composite fillings, which are
mercury-free and can be color-matched to seamlessly blend in with the rest of your smile.

Nowadays developments in filling materials include:
o Glass and resin ionomers
e Porcelain
e Gold alloys
e Resin composite.

Oral cancer screening

Oral cancer screening is an examination performed by a dentist to look for signs of
cancer or precancerous conditions in patient’s mouth. Most dentists perform an examination
during a routine dental visit. Some dentists may use additional tests to aid in identifying areas
of abnormal cells in the mouth. The goal of oral cancer screening is to detect mouth cancer or
precancerous lesions that may lead to mouth cancer at an early stage — when cancer or
lesions are easiest to remove and most likely to be cured.

Possible causes of bad breath

Halitosis — known as bad breath to most — is an embarrassing condition that can
affect anyone at any time, and is caused by several factors. The most common causes of bad
breath are preventable and easily treated, however certain medical conditions may also cause
bad breath. Chronic halitosis may indicate an underlying medical concern that should be
addressed by your dentist.

The food we eat can adversely affect our breath. Odors from garlic, onions, cabbage,
and certain spices may result in halitosis when the suspected food is absorbed into the
bloodstream after digestion. When the blood has transferred to the lungs, the smell of the food
Is evident when you exhale.

It may seem like an obvious factor, but when you examine how limited and neglected
brushing and flossing habits contributes to bad breath, the cause hits you like a brick wall —
decaying food particles and bacteria trapped in your mouth.

When the food we eat is left behind either because it is trapped in hard to reach places
such as the wisdom teeth, the tiny hair-like follicles on the tongue, or simply because brushing
and flossing is neglected, it begins to decay in your mouth. The human mouth is 98.6 F, an
ideal temperature for food to begin to decompose. When you exhale, the odor from the
decomposing food, bacteria, and plaque causes the offensive odor.

Most common dental infections

Your mouth is full of oral bacteria, some beneficial and some harmful. Maintaining
good oral hygiene habits is important for preventing an overpopulation of harmful oral
bacteria, which can lead to oral health problems. One of the most common oral health issues
is dental infection, which is caused when the harmful oral bacteria works through a break in
oral mucous membranes. Some of the most common dental infections include:

Gum disease, which is also known as periodontal disease. It can accumulate in the sticky film
known as plaque, coating the gum line and the teeth. If plaque is not removed within twenty-
four hours of formation (through good oral hygiene habits like brushing and flossing teeth), it
hardens into tartar. It impossible to remove tartar at home, and tartar is toxic to the gums—
opening the door for microorganisms to move into gingival tissues.
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Tooth abscess. Severe tooth decay exposes the inner pulp layer of the tooth, thereby putting
this area at risk for infection. The inner area of the tooth is where the nerve endings and blood
vessels that nourish and innervate the tooth are located. When this area is exposed and left
unprotected, bacteria can infiltrate and cause irritation.

Pericoronitis. In order for a tooth to erupt into the mouth, it must break through the gum
tissues. Unfortunately, this means that there is an opening that microorganisms can easily
work through.

History of dental fillings

Holes in teeth have been filled for centuries. The filling material has significantly
changed over the centuries, with the establishment of the dentistry profession and advances in
learning and technology.

Researchers found the remains of a man in a cave in Italy with beeswax in his teeth.
These remains are about 6000 years old and are believed to be among the first forms of dental
fillings. The first evidence of using gold comes from around 200 A.D. with the ancient
Etruscans, who used it for crowns as well as fillings. The ancient Chinese were the first to be
documented using amalgam fillings about 500 years later. Amalgam is a blend of metals,
including silver and even trace amounts of mercury, which has caused controversy over the
years. Although it has been and continues to be used to fill about 75 percent of cavities, some
patients do not wish to risk getting mercury poisoning. Even though the level of mercury in
amalgam fillings is less than the average person is exposed to every day, the worry is not
difficult to understand.

Fortunately, these days many dentists offer porcelain or composite fillings, which are
mercury-free and can be color-matched to seamlessly blend in with the rest of your smile.

Nowadays developments in filling materials include:
o Glass and resin ionomers
o Porcelain
o Gold alloys
e Resin composite.

Oral cancer screening
