Ethical Dentists

The dentists have special code which is named — the Principles of Ethics and Code of
Professional Conduct. Here are some points of this code.

As a patient, you have the right to be involved in decisions about your treatment and to
expect privacy and confidentiality. "The code reminds all dentists that they have the duty to
put the patient first, to involve the patient in treatment decisions in a meaningful way and to
treat the patient taking into account the patient's desires, as long as those desires are within the
bounds of accepted treatment,"” says Dr. Linda Himmelberger.

Your dentist’s duty is to keep you safe and healthy. Part of this is keeping his or her
knowledge and skills current and referring patients to specialists when necessary. “To ‘Do No
Harm’ is really the Golden Rule,” says Dr. Jane Gillette. “Dentists practice ‘Do No Harm’ in
many ways, but one universal expression is dedication to keeping their knowledge and skills
up-to-date. New science and technology can quickly emerge. In response, dentists complete a
tremendous number of hours in continuing education annually to provide patients with the
highest level of science-based effective and safe care.”

The best doctor-patient relationships are based on trust and honesty. “Truth in
diagnosis and treatment planning is so vital,” Dr. Taylor-Osborne says. “Once you and your
dentist have that trust, Ilpoamamusupyiite crtarbto “Radiation Safety requirements " u
BbIpa3uTe cOOCTBEHHOE MHEHHUE M0 Mpo0ieMe, OIHATON B HEH.

Does your kid really need braces?

Orthodontists have learned a lot about treatment lately. Kids with suspected tooth
troubles are referred to an orthodontist around their seventh birthday. That’s when most kids
have all their baby teeth, and adult teeth just start to erupt. That gives orthodontists a clear
window into what’s happening, and what will happen in the mouth.




They look for two things: tooth crowding and jaw misalignment (either severe overbite
or under bite). Early intervention can make these problems easier to fix. Young children have
softer bones, so their jaws move or grow in a more ideal shape easier. And because younger
kids grow faster, treatment takes less time.

Permanent teeth begin to fall out between ages six and nine, beginning with the front
teeth and the back molars. You and your dentist can watch to ensure that adult teeth are
growing in according to plan and that there’s enough room for them.

It is very important for kids to have straight teeth. Straight teeth don’t just look nice,
they help a child chew better and speak more clearly. Straight teeth can improve self-esteem
too; many adults get braces because they’re embarrassed about their smiles.

Penicillin

The Era of antibiotics began with the discovering of Penicillin. In 1929 the English
scientist Alexander Fleming called the attention to penicillin — so named because it is derived
from a mold of the Penicillinum group. This substance was effective against certain bacteria
and at the same time much less toxic than earlier antibiotic preparations.

Fleming told that the date of his discovery of penicillin was in the morning of Friday,
September 28, 1928. It was a fortuitous accident: in his laboratory in the basement of St.
Mary's Hospital in London, Fleming noticed a Petri dish containing Staphylococcus plate
culture he mistakenly left open, was contaminated by blue-green mold, which formed a
visible growth. There was a halo of inhibited bacterial growth around the mold. Fleming
concluded the mold released a substance that repressed the growth of bacteria. He grew a pure
culture and discovered that it was a Penicillinum mold.

Fleming realized that penicillin could treat infection, but he couldn't produce enough
of the antibiotic agent to be truly effective. But soon two Oxford scientists, Howard Florey
and Ernst Boris Chain, decided they had better reinvestigate some of his findings. Soon an
entire team of Oxford-based scientists were working on penicillin and by late 1940 they had
invented a way to mass-produce the drug.

By this World War Il had started. Suddenly there was a great need for a drug which
could fight infection and the American War Production board spent big money on it. By 1945
they were able to produce enough penicillin to treat the entire Allied forces. That same year
Fleming, Florey, and Chain won the Nobel Prize in Medicine and penicillin was being hailed
as a wonder-drug.

Penicillin antibiotics were among the first drugs to be effective against many
previously serious diseases, such as syphilis and infections caused by staphylococci and
streptococci. Penicillins are still widely used today, though many types of bacteria have now
become resistant.

Radiation Safety requirements

State laws and regulations set specific requirements for the use of ionizing radiation,
including X-rays. The radiation protection program may provide specific requirements for:

e Inspection and testing for the facility, X-ray machine, radiation monitoring equipment and
radiograph processing equipment

e Permits or licensing

e Supervision of personnel

e Training or certification

¢ Dental office design and radiation shielding
¢ Record keeping

e Equipment

Radiographic training requirements for dental office personnel frequently differ from and are
less strong than those for medical personnel who take medical X-rays. Training requirements
for dental office personnel typically are found in state dental practice acts or dental board
regulations. The risk of occupational exposure in dental settings is far lower than that in
hospitals and medical offices.

It is known that exposure to ionising radiation is linked to cancer, which is why X-ray use is
minimised, but people should not be alarmed by today’s sensationalist headlines and should
not be afraid of having dental X-rays when recommended by their dentist. you can be
partners, which will help you both gain so much going forward.”

Dry Mouth

Dry mouth—also called xerostomia—results from an inadequate flow of saliva. It is
not a disease, but a symptom of a medical disorder or a side effect of certain medications,
such as antihistamines, painkillers, diuretics and many others.

Saliva is the mouth’s primary defense against tooth decay and maintains the health of
the soft and hard tissues in the mouth. Saliva washes away food and other debris, neutralizes
acids produced by bacteria in the mouth and provides disease-fighting substances throughout
the mouth, offering first-line protection against microbial invasion or overgrowth that might
lead to disease.

Some of the common problems associated with dry mouth include a constant sore
throat, burning sensation, trouble speaking, difficulty swallowing, hoarseness or dry nasal
passages. In some cases, dry mouth can be an indicator of Sjogren’s (pronounced SHOW-
grins) syndrome. Sjogren’s syndrome is a chronic autoimmune disorder in which the body’s



immune system mistakenly attacks its own moisture-producing glands, the tear-secreting and
salivary glands as well as other organs.

Without saliva, extensive tooth decay can also occur. Your dentist can recommend
various methods to restore moisture. Sugar-free candy or gum stimulates saliva flow, and
moisture can be replaced by using artificial saliva and oral rinses.

The dentists have special code which is named — the Principles of Ethics and Code of
Professional Conduct.

As a patient, you have the right to be involved in decisions about your treatment and to
expect privacy and confidentiality. “"The code reminds all dentists that they have the duty to
put the patient first, to involve the patient in treatment decisions in a meaningful way and to
treat the patient taking into account the patient's desires, as long as those desires are within the
bounds of accepted treatment," says Dr. Linda Himmelberger.

Your dentist’s duty is to keep you safe and healthy. Part of this is keeping his or her
knowledge and skills current and referring patients to specialists when necessary. “To ‘Do No
Harm’ is really the Golden Rule,” says Dr. Jane Gillette. “Dentists practice ‘Do No Harm’ in
many ways, but one universal expression is dedication to keeping their knowledge and skills
up-to-date. New science and technology can quickly emerge. In response, dentists complete a
tremendous number of hours in continuing education annually to provide patients with the
highest level of science-based effective and safe care.”

The best doctor-patient relationships are based on trust and honesty. “Truth in
diagnosis and treatment planning is so vital,” Dr. Taylor-Osborne says. “Once you and your

Does your kid really need braces?

Orthodontists have learned a lot about treatment lately. Kids with suspected tooth
troubles are referred to an orthodontist around their seventh birthday. That’s when most kids
have all their baby teeth, and adult teeth just start to erupt. That gives orthodontists a clear
window into what’s happening, and what will happen in the mouth.

They look for two things: tooth crowding and jaw misalignment (either severe overbite
or under bite). Early intervention can make these problems easier to fix. Young children have
softer bones, so their jaws move or grow in a more ideal shape easier. And because younger
kids grow faster, treatment takes less time.

Permanent teeth begin to fall out between ages six and nine, beginning with the front
teeth and the back molars. You and your dentist can watch to ensure that adult teeth are
growing in according to plan and that there’s enough room for them.

It is very important for kids to have straight teeth. Straight teeth don’t just look nice,
they help a child chew better and speak more clearly. Straight teeth can improve self-esteem
too; many adults get braces because they’re embarrassed about their smiles.

Penicillin



The Era of antibiotics began with the discovering of Penicillin. In 1929 the English
scientist Alexander Fleming called the attention to penicillin — so named because it is derived
from a mold of the Penicillinum group. This substance was effective against certain bacteria
and at the same time much less toxic than earlier antibiotic preparations.

Fleming told that the date of his discovery of penicillin was in the morning of Friday,
September 28, 1928. It was a fortuitous accident: in his laboratory in the basement of St.
Mary's Hospital in London, Fleming noticed a Petri dish containing Staphylococcus plate
culture he mistakenly left open, was contaminated by blue-green mold, which formed a
visible growth. There was a halo of inhibited bacterial growth around the mold. Fleming
concluded the mold released a substance that repressed the growth of bacteria. He grew a pure
culture and discovered that it was a Penicillinum mold.

Fleming realized that penicillin could treat infection, but he couldn't produce enough
of the antibiotic agent to be truly effective. But soon two Oxford scientists, Howard Florey
and Ernst Boris Chain, decided they had better reinvestigate some of his findings. Soon an
entire team of Oxford-based scientists were working on penicillin and by late 1940 they had
invented a way to mass-produce the drug.

By this World War Il had started. Suddenly there was a great need for a drug which
could fight infection and the American War Production board spent big money on it. By 1945
they were able to produce enough penicillin to treat the entire Allied forces. That same year
Fleming, Florey, and Chain won the Nobel Prize in Medicine and penicillin was being hailed
as a wonder-drug.

Penicillin antibiotics were among the first drugs to be effective against many
previously serious diseases, such as syphilis and infections caused by staphylococci and
streptococci. Penicillins are still widely used today, though many types of bacteria have now
become resistant.

Radiation Safety requirements

State laws and regulations set specific requirements for the use of ionizing radiation,
including X-rays. The radiation protection program may provide specific requirements for:

e Inspection and testing for the facility, X-ray machine, radiation monitoring equipment and
radiograph processing equipment

e Permits or licensing

e Supervision of personnel

e Training or certification

e Dental office design and radiation shielding
¢ Record keeping

e Equipment



Radiographic training requirements for dental office personnel frequently differ from and are
less strong than those for medical personnel who take medical X-rays. Training requirements
for dental office personnel typically are found in state dental practice acts or dental board
regulations. The risk of occupational exposure in dental settings is far lower than that in
hospitals and medical offices.

It is known that exposure to ionising radiation is linked to cancer, which is why X-ray use is
minimised, but people should not be alarmed by today’s sensationalist headlines and should
not be afraid of having dental X-rays when recommended by their dentist. you can be
partners, which will help you both gain so much going forward.”

Animal Teeth Facts

Animals, just like humans, have different kinds of teeth for different purposes. As a
human, you may use your teeth for more than just eating - maybe for tearing open a package,
or holding something when your hands are full. Animals, however, usually use their teeth for
biting and chewing food. By examining the teeth that an animal has, we can learn a lot about
its diet.

Herbivores

Herbivores are animals that only eat plants. They have strong, flat molars that, like the
teeth towards the back of your mouth, are perfect for grinding up plant matter. The ridges that
herbivores have on their teeth help them grind up plants so that they can digest them.

Herbivores may also have sharp incisors that help them tear plant matter so they can
eat it. You are probably familiar with one herbivore that has huge incisors — elephants.
Elephant tusks are actually a type of tooth; however, they mostly use them to defend against
predators. Cows and sheep are both herbivores that chew on grass. Giraffes are herbivores
whose long necks help them reach the leaves of tall trees. These animals also have jaws that
move up and down, as well as from side to side, allowing them to chew and grind more easily.

Carnivores

Carnivores are animals that eat meat. They have sharp canine teeth that they use to tear
meat, but fewer molars for chewing. Canine teeth are long and pointed - such as the ones you
see when a lion or tiger roars. Carnivores usually have four pronounced canine teeth with
sharp edges. When they open and close their jaws, it is as if a pair of scissors is tearing
through their prey. Unlike herbivores, carnivores' jaws only move up and down, helping their
teeth to work correctly.

Omnivores

Omnivores eat both plants and animals, so they need a variety of teeth types for eating
different foods. To get an idea of the variety, open wide and take a look at your own mouth in
a mirror. Humans have canines and incisors to rip and cut food into smaller bits. Flat, ridged
molars in the backs of our mouths grind food. Chimpanzees, raccoons, and bears are all
omnivores.

Dentures

For people who have lost their teeth due to disease or injury, dentures can restore their
smile and help them with everyday tasks such as eating and speaking. However, getting used
to wearing dentures may require some time.

New dentures may feel uncomfortable for a few weeks until you become used to them.
The dentures may feel loose while the muscles of your cheek and tongue learn to keep them in
place.

It is common to experience minor irritation. You may find that saliva flow increases.
As your mouth becomes used to the dentures, these problems should reduce. One or more
appointments with the dentist are generally needed after a denture is inserted. If there problem
persists, particularly irritation or soreness, be sure to consult your dentist.

Eating will take a little practice. Start with soft foods cut into small pieces. Chew
slowly using both sides of your mouth at the same time to prevent the dentures from tipping.
As you become accustomed to chewing, add other foods until you return to your normal diet.
Continue to chew food using both sides of the mouth at the same time. Be cautious with hot or
hard foods and sharp bones or shells.

Pronouncing certain words may require practice. Reading out loud and repeating
difficult words will help. If your dentures "click™ while you're talking, speak more slowly.

You may find that your dentures occasionally slip when you laugh, cough or smile.
Reposition the dentures by gently biting down and swallowing. If a speaking problem
continues, consult your dentist.
