Most of the history of communication skills knowledge and teaching derives from general
medicine. The importance of communication in medicine was understood by prehistoric human
healers. Fabrega emphasized that even the smallest social units need to show their sickness in
order to get help. Healers also need to understand their diseases and illnesses and execute their

healing rituals.




Medicine has developed over the years - from basic faith and witchcraft, to scientifically
supported theories. Today healthcare is determined not only by the need and desire, but also by
the financial capacity. It determines critical need in successful, high-level communication.

There are many different models for doctor-patient communication. These range from
skills checklists and techniques, to books on the interviewing functioning. Most of them
emphasize an understanding that the patient’s social, physical and psychological environment is
equally as important as the biomedical information.

Why are communication skills so important? It is now recognized that better
communication leads to being more patient-centered.

By physician-centered communication, is meant that the physician’s mind is focused on
the disease. Communication with the patient is intended to assist the physician in locating and
naming the disease, to provide appropriate therapy. Physicians normally think in terms of
categories, and the individual patient context may be ignored.

Interviewing the patient, the physician gathers specific information not only about the
patient’s symptoms, but also the meaning of those symptoms to the patient. The closer a
physician can come to an understanding of the patient’s illness experience; the better he/she can
care for the patient. It is crucial to exercise medical expertise in a specific and unique patient
context. For many physicians, this means that clinically relevant information must be changed.

By patient-centered communication, is meant that the physician values the individual
patient’s understanding of illness as well as the biomedical information. Both are required.
Patient’s individual context contributes to the ability of the physician to provide high quality
treatment. Patient-centered care has been shown to lead to better outcomes. Being physician-
centered does not mean being a bad physician. Biomedical data are relevant but insufficient.
Being patient-centered does not mean giving a patient everything he/she requests. The patient-
centered approach means being respectful of the patient’s point of view, discuss the treatment
plan and make it acceptable for both the patient and the physician. And for sure, this approach
requires some special skills for the doctor.

When children work and play together in groups, there is an opportunity for the spread of
a number of common childhood diseases that can be passed on from one child to the next. Early
recognition of the illness and prompt treatment can significantly reduce the spread within the
group setting.

Rotavirus is the most common cause of severe diarrhea among young children. It usually
affects children between the ages of 6 months and 2 years. Signs and symptoms of rotavirus
infection may include: fever (may be as high as 40°C), vomiting, watery diarrhea and abdominal
pain. The illness usually lasts 3 — 7 days. Most children recover completely without treatment.
Some children need to be hospitalized for re-hydration (replacement of fluids lost) due to
diarrhea.

Chickenpox is another common childhood disease. Its first symptom is usually a rash all
over the body, which is red and itchy. It appears during the first 24 hours. Children often feel
very hot and have a temperature of about 38°C. The best treatment for chickenpox is rest. You
can use calamine lotion to stop the itching. Children with chickenpox are infectious for a few
days before the rash appears.



Scarlet fever is still in the developing world. Children who catch this disease have a fever, a sore
throat and a pink tongue. They also get a rash which is usually under their arm or in the groin.
Children are infectious from three to eight days before symptoms appear. The only treatment for
scarlet fever is antibiotics.

Models of communication

Effective communication is necessary to deliver safe, high-quality medical care. At the
core of effective communication is the ability to develop meaningful relationship with patients.

Physician— patient consultation communication is a dynamic, individual process. The
personality, attitudes, values, and beliefs of individuals influence the communication process.
Also culture plays an important role in determining how communication proceeds.
The different models of communication help to train communication skills and provide
information about assessment. Here are three of them, as an example: the Bayer Institute for
Healthcare Communication E4 Model; Patient- Centred Clinical Method; Three Function Model.

The Bayer Institute for Healthcare Communication E4 Model

This model describes four important elements of communication as:

Engage, Empathize, Educate, and Enlist.

- Engage includes eliciting the patient’s story and setting an agenda.

- Empathize ensures awareness and acceptance of the patient’s feelings and values.

- Educate seeks to assess the patient’s understanding, answer questions, and ensure
realistic appreciation.

- Enlist establishes decision- making and encouragement of adherence, keeping the
patient’s understanding and involvement central.

The Patient-Centred Clinical Method

The Patient- Centred Clinical Method is based on six interactive components: exploring
both the disease and the illness experience; understanding the whole person; finding common
ground regarding management; incorporating prevention and health promotion; enhancing the
patient—doctor relationship; and being realistic.

The Three-Function Model/ Brown Interview Checklist

Here is emphasis on three functions of effective medical interviewing: building the
relationship; assessing the patient’s problem; and managing the patient’s problem. The
relationship is established with basic skills like empathy, support, and respect. The physician
collects information by non-verbal listening, asking open questions, facilitating, and clarifying.
The patient’s ideas about aetiology are elicited before the clinician provides the diagnosis,
checks understanding, describes treatment goals and plans, and checks willingness to proceed.

While traveling is getting easier and migration is taking place frequently, cultural differences and
communication problems have emerged as a new problem of today. The most important case
communication is inevitable for a non-speaker of the native language is being a patient. Some
undesirable outcomes may occur if the patient can not give the correct information.



With the recent migrations in the western countries such as Germany, France, USA, Canada,
UK, Holland the number of non-speakers of the native language has become noteworthy. In
Turkey, there is also an increase in the number of foreign patients with the real estate sales to the
foreigners in the places such as Antalya and Bodrum. On the other hand, highly qualified
healthcare professionals and competitive pricing increased the share of health tourism in the
whole tourism income.

Information transfer (communication) between a patient and a doctor is generated in two ways. If
the patient and the doctor speak the same language and their cultures are close to each other the
transfer is established directly. If there are differences in the language and the culture of patient
and doctor, a proxy is used. Followings are the proxies developed in the situation if the patients
do not know the local language:

1. Going to hospital with a friend or relative who knows local language and using him or her as
translator.

-In the deep interviews done with medical sector workers, most of the foreigners live in Turkey
use this method, but if the friend or relative in the role of translator does not know the local
language so much then some problems may emerge.

2. Interpreter establishes the communication between patient and doctor.

-This method is specially used in private health care enterprises in Turkey. Because of cost,
increasing effects, interpreters are not chosen by patients who have no good economic welfare.
In many countries the language requirements of interpreters are not defined, and non-medical
professional interpreters are used widely.

3.Translation of those who are not medical staff.

-This type of translation is more common among immigrants. Because of large numbers of Turks
living in Germany, it is quite probable to find non-medical staff that knows Turkish in the
hospital.

4. If the medical staff knows foreign language.

-The manager of public hospital and the managers of H1 and H2 hospitals said that the most
important communication problem of medical sector is medical staffs without foreign language.

In order to improve communication quality between doctor and foreign patient a group of
Turkish scientists carried out a research aimed at developing a method to prevent the incorrect
information translation. The idea of their method is that native speaker doctors prepared the
questions for diagnosis in their own language as well as the answers to such questions, until the
diagnosis the patient chooses the questions in own language then physician and patient gets the
printouts in their own languages. The creators hope that their solution will lead to better doctor-
patient communication and a decreased number of medical mistakes.

Nowadays scientists constantly develop new medications, which help to fight different
infections. However, viruses and bacteria never stop developing as well. The problem which the
humanity face nowadays is the resistance of infections to new types of antibiotics. This problem
can cause horrible consequences, thus here are some facts which we should be aware of.

1. In the United States alone, 2 million people each year catch serious antibiotic-resistant
infections, and 23,000 die from them.



2. We've been warned about antibiotic resistance since at least 1945. We just haven't been
listening. Alexander Fleming said:”It is not difficult to make microbes resistant to penicillin by
exposing them to concentrations not sufficient to kill them.*

3. We are producing fewer new drugs to combat infections and the development of new
treatments is becoming increasingly difficult and costly.

4. Half of all antibiotic prescriptions either aren't needed or are "not effective.”

5. There is reason to think that more antibiotics are used for animals than for people. These
drugs are not just used to fight off infections, but often fed to animals to encourage weight gain
and growth.

6. Before antibiotics, five out of every thousand women who had a baby died. Pneumonia
killed 30 percent of its victims. And one out of nine people who got a skin infection died.
Without antibiotics our future looks bleak.

7. The next major global pandemic may involve an antibiotic-resistant superbug.
Tuberculosis kills over a million people a year, and it is becoming increasingly drug
resistant, according to the World Health Organization.

The benefits of effective communication in nursing are often unseen and undervalued. Nurse
communication is just as much an art as it is a science where the art involves establishing a
human connection with the patient or co-workers while the science relates to the tool and
technology that facilitates such connections. People are social beings; we need care from others,
especially when we are at our most vulnerable. With hospitals typically employing four times as
many nurses as physicians, nurses are likely the ones that provide patients with the compassion
and empathy needed on the journey to recovery.

Nurses provide patients with deep interpersonal, intellectual, technical abilities and skills at the
point of care and beyond. To do so, they must possess more than just clinical knowledge, they
need interpersonal communication skills. According to the US National Library of Medicine at
the National Institutes of Health (NIH), communication in nursing is a “vital element in nursing
in all areas of activity and in all its interventions, such as prevention, treatment, therapy,
rehabilitation, education, and health promotion.”

Nurse care is delivered primarily through dialogue through specific skills of verbal
communication and non-verbal communication. “Communication in nursing” defines the
exchange of information, thoughts, and feelings among people using speech or other means. The
patient conveys their fears and concerns to their nurse to help them make a correct diagnosis.
Thus, the benefits of nurses being able to communicate effectively are overwhelmingly
important.

What is effective nurse communication?

Benefits of effective communication in nursing require an understanding of the patient and the
experiences they express, NIH says. This communication “requires skills and simultaneously the
sincere intention of the nurse to understand what concerns the patient.” Nurses, to be successful,
must understand the patient’s needs, as well as convey the patient’s communicated message



back. “It is a reflection of the knowledge of the participants, the way they think and feel and their
capabilities.”

To achieve the best communication with patients, nurses must be prepared to learn, understand
and apply various aspects and applications of communication in various fields of nursing.
Emphasis must be placed “on the importance of communication between nurse and patient and
nursing education must focus on the communication skills of nurses.”

About 200 million people all over the world suffer from diabetes. Sometimes people
don’t even know that they have it because they can’t see any symptoms. But if you don’t treat it,
it may cause health problems.

Diabetes happens when the body has too much sugar in it. Normally, a hormone called
insulin regulates how much sugar the body needs.

There are two type of diabetes. Type 1 normally occurs when people are young or are
becoming adults. Some cells in the body are destroyed and it cannot produce any more or not
enough insulin.

Type 2 is the most common type of diabetes. Adults have problems changing food into
energy. It usually starts at around the age of 30.

Symptoms

People who have diabetes are often very thirsty and they urinate a lot. Your skin can
become dry and you may get very tired. Diabetes can lead to heart diseases, kidney problems and
may even cause death.

Causes

Doctors do not know exactly what causes diabetes. If your parents or grandparents have it
you also have a higher chance of getting it. High blood pressure, overweight and not enough
exercises can put you at a higher risk.

How to Treat Diabetes

People who have Type 1 diabetes must get insulin every day. Usually they inject it into
their body. Older people who have Type 2 diabetes can control it by eating healthy food and
doing a lot of exercise.

Examples of how the mind affects the body are everywhere. Some are quite common:
tears are a physiological response to a feeling. But some people are clearly unwell still it may be
quite difficult to determine the cause. Being sick people turn to medical men to provide a
diagnosis. But it’s psychologists who should deal with them.

There are hundreds of illnesses that are purely psychosomatic or have a psychosomatic
component, yet medical community remains in the dark about this. Physicians do not recognize
psychosomatic disorders or if they do they tell the patient it’s all just in the mind. But it is not
just in the mind. It's psychosomatic.



John Sarno, a pioneer in psychosomatic medicine and head of the outpatient department
at NY University Center developed the theory that people often prefer to feel physical pain rather
than to experience deep emotional pain. Sarno believes that when patients start thinking about
what may be unconsciously upsetting them, they can get a chance for recovery. When symptoms
are seen for what they are, they serve no purpose and go away. Sometimes the patient needs the
help of psychotherapy to do this. If we look closer at some of the things we suffer from: short or
long sight, poor hearing, allergies, ulcers, constipation etc they can tell us a lot about our deepest
beliefs and emotions. And if we can process the painful experiences we can certainly reduce any
damage to our health and hopefully avoid many problems.

Ilpoananuzupyiime cmamoto "Russian Nightingale” u evipazume cob6cmeennoe

While F. Nightingale and 38 British nurses were caring for British soldiers in the
Crimean War, French and Russian women were serving on the Russian side. One of the best
known of Russian women was Ekaterina Bakunina, younger daughter of Saint-Petersburg
governor Mikhail Bakunin. Being a little girl, she once said that a woman was meant to take care
of the patients and she would gladly follow this path. She did become a nurse at the age of 40 in
1854 in spite of violent protest of her male relatives.

During the war she supported the famous surgeon Nikolai Pirogov who highly praised her
activity and paid tributes to her selflessness and sympathetic attitude to the sick and the
wounded. Pirogov attached great importance to the role of nurses and wanted them to control
hospital services. Although the military authorities refused to accept the idea that nurses would
be delegated certain responsibilities and legal rights to take part in hospital management
Bakunina did her best to improve horrible situation with sanitation standards, lack of medication
and necessities in hospitals.

Despite constant ventilation there was a smell of blood and chloroform everywhere. The
nurses did not leave operating theatres for days. During one shift Bakunina supported a series of
doctors who performed 50 amputations. When bombings became particularly intense Pirogov
offered the nurses the option of moving to a better protected part of fortifications. Bakunina
stayed behind until the last wounded were transferred.

Ekaterina Bakunina passed away in 1894. She has no descendants but the memory of her
selflessness has lived into our days.
