The best way to prevent or decrease your risk of COVID-19 infection is to avoid
contacting infected people and the places they have visited, but we have specific
recommendations for COVID-19 prevention.

Wear a Mask

Everyone should wear a mask in certain settings, including those who are vaccinated
and those who have had COVID-19. A mask protects people around you in case you are
infected but do not know it. People who are at increased risk of severe illness or are
unvaccinated should consider wearing two masks. Using a cloth mask over a disposable mask
improves the fit and adds layers. Also consider using a single higher-grade mask, such as a
KN95 or KF94.

Avoid close contact with sick people; distance yourself six feet or more from other
people (also termed social distancing). Mobile phone data reveal details about population
movements. Numerous countries have tried to harness the power of the smartphone to design
and target measures to contain the spread of the pandemic.

Clean frequently touched surfaces and objects daily (for example, tables, light switches,
doorknobs, and cabinet handles) using a regular household detergent and water. If surfaces
are dirty, clean them first by using a detergent and water prior to disinfection. Depending on
the surface type and environmental conditions, COVID-19 virus survives on surfaces for
many hours.

Frequently wash your hands with soap and water for a minimum of 20 seconds,
especially after using the restroom, prior to eating, and after coughing, sneezing, or blowing
your nose. Immediately throw away used tissues. If soap and water are unavailable, use a
hand sanitizer that has approximately 60% alcohol.

Here’s a breakdown of the six parts of the BREAKS protocol. They are background,
rapport, explore, announce, kindle, summarize.

Background

The physician should make sure they know the patient’s situation—not only their
diagnosis and outlook, but also their socio-economic and educational status as well as their
support system. Be ready to answer questions as fully as possible from both the patient and
the loved ones who accompany them. While you won’t have every answer, confident
assurance that you can research open questions will help alleviate a patient’s uncertainty.

Rapport. As a physician, you will be the face that a patient associates with their
diagnosis and recovery. This is a fundamentally important relationship and doctors need to
approach it with humanity and care.

Explore. Start with what the patient knows and explore from there. Sometimes your
patient will be well-informed, but others may be misinformed and need more guidance. The
family dynamics of the patient may also need exploration and clarification given to
caregivers’ roles.

Announce. The exploration stage should set you up for the right way to announce the
news. If the patient is already emotional, mirror their emotions and proceed with empathy. If
the patient already appears to know a lot about their situation, you can be more direct.

Kindle. Either way, at the end of the announcement you should confirm that the patient
understands what you’ve told them. This happens in the “kindling” step. Be clear about the
new knowledge the patient has absorbed about their diagnosis and what it really means for
them. If things are still murky or some misinformation remains, take time to work through
those issues with the patient.

Summarize. Use the summarization stage to revisit the main points of the meeting as
well as the formation of a plan to move forward. You may want to have a coworker present to
make a written documentation of the meeting and share this with the patient. Check in on the
emotional state of your patient and ensure that they have support.

How Body Language Impacts Doctor-To-Patient Relationship

Body language has a huge impact on how doctors interact with their patients. These three
non-verbal adjustments can improve the way healthcare professionals communicate with
patients.

Tone of Voice

While only 7% of communication may be based on the words you say, more than a third
(38%) actually comes from your tone of voice.When dealing with a patient, make sure that



your tone of voice matches what you are saying. Keep your tone warm and comforting, but
don’t overdo it.

Eyes and Face

Effective body language begins with the eyes and the face. Eye contact is one of the most
powerful forms of nonverbal communication, but many physicians forget to utilize it. Often,
as the physician is pondering how to diagnose the patient’s condition or poring over the
patient’s chart looking for new insight, they completely forget to make eye contact with the
patient, even occasionally. Unintentionally, these physicians send a message of disinterest or
condescension.

Shoulders, Legs, and Posture

The way you stand and hold your body as you interact with a patient carries the bulk of your
communication. Mehrabian’s research indicates that 55% of communication is based on your
physical body language, and most of that is based on your posture rather than your facial
expressions. In fact, during a 2012 Princeton study, researchers found that participants in the
study who were shown a picture of only an individual’s facial expression only had a 50-50
chance of accurately determining the emotion that the person was experiencing. Meanwhile,
participants who were shown the face and body together, or even the body alone, were much
more accurate in their predictions.

An aggressive posture, even if the individual is not actively trying to be aggressive, can be
very intimidating to a patient. When a physician walks into an exam room, they often stand
while the patient sits. While it is likely not the physician’s intention, this is an aggressive
stance and can make patients uncomfortable. In this scenario, the physician is, quite literally,
talking down to the patient, which can give the impression that the physician sees the patient
as beneath them, or even below notice.

Body language is something that many doctors and healthcare professionals tend to overlook,
but remains important, nevertheless. The next time you are communicating with a patient or
even a colleague, try to remember these helpful body language tips for doctors.

So what exactly goes in to forming a proficient desktop manner? Here is a guide of
some quick tips to help healthcare providers refine their skills in this increasingly important
area.

1. Increase enthusiasm
Communicating virtually, especially over video conferencing, can, for many, feel slightly
more awkward than communicating in person. Over telemedicine it is helpful for providers to
perhaps be a little more enthusiastic and smiley than normal. This may help put patients at
ease and create a greater level of intimacy that telemedicine may otherwise undermine.

2. Make an introduction
Unless the telemedicine consultation is taking place between a physician and patient who
have met before, it is important for the provider to open the consultation with a formal
introduction. As detailed by mHealth Intelligence, the introduction should include a
description of the kind of work the professional does, and his or her name.

3. Allow the patient to speak
It may seem simple, but as reported by mHealth Intelligence, research has shown that it is
common for physicians to interject or cut patients off when they are articulating their health

concerns. This is common during in-person visits but it can add even more strain or
awkwardness when the conversation is conducted remotely. Providers are encouraged to wait
until the patients has finished speaking before offering an opinion or making a diagnosis.

4. Look presentable

If a professional provides care in an office or room that is clearly in disarray, and if they are
not dressed in a professional manner, it can leave patients feeling uneasy and reticent to use
telemedicine services in the future.

By following these simple strategies, healthcare providers can improve their desktop
manner, helping to ensure that patients will continue using telemedicine services in the future.

Some people have a higher risk of becoming seriously ill or dying from COVID-19, the
disease caused by the coronavirus SARS-CoV-2. Up to 25% of people in the United Kingdom
are designated high risk—including all adults aged over 70 and those with underlying health
conditions such as respiratory and cardiovascular disease, and cancer.

In studies, obesity and smoking were associated with increased risks In Italy, higher
risks have also been reported in men than in women, which could be partly due to their higher
smoking rates. Smoking is a definite risk factor as it compromises breathing and the lungs,
which is where the virus takes hold. Smoking also lowers the response to some medication
and contributes to chronic diseases such as ischaemic heart disease and hypertension.

Obesity has become a major issue in the fight against coronavirus as it sharpen
symptoms, making fighting the infection ten times harder for those with a BMI over 30 New
research has found that being obese doubles the risk of needing hospital treatment for
coronavirus. Certain lifestyle factors can also make it harder to fight off COVID-19, meaning
it could take longer to recover, as doctor of immunology Dr Margo Livingston points out.

Any lifestyle that results in poor personal hygiene will increase the risk of catching the
virus, or any disease,” Dr Livingston says. "These people may also be suffering from other
infections, which the body is trying to fight simultaneously."

Deontology is an ethical theory that uses rules to distinguish right from wrong.

It is often associated with philosopher Immanuel Kant. Kant believed that ethical
actions follow universal moral laws, such as “Don’t lie. Don’t steal. Don’t cheat.”

Deontology is simple to apply. It just requires that people follow the rules and do their
duty. This approach tends to fit well with our natural intuition about what is or isn’t ethical.
Unlike consequentialism, which judges actions by their results, deontology doesn’t require
weighing the costs and benefits of a situation. This avoids subjectivity and uncertainty
because you only have to follow set rules.

Despite its strengths, rigidly following deontology can produce results that many people
find unacceptable. For example, suppose you’re a software engineer and learn that a nuclear
missile is about to launch that might start a war. You can hack the network and cancel the
launch, but it’s against your professional code of ethics to break into any software system
without permission. And, it’s a form of lying and cheating.

Deontology advises not to violate these rules. However, in letting the missile launch,
thousands of people will die. So, following the rules makes deontology easy to apply. But it
also means disregarding the possible consequences of our actions when determining what is
right and what is wrong.

The initial assessment according to the Glasgow scale correlates with the severity of
cerebral injury and the prognosis.

Thus, the Glasgow scale is an important criterion for assessing the level of
consciousness. Each individual reaction is assessed in points, and the level of consciousness is
expressed by the sum of the scores for each of the parameters. The lowest score is 3 points,
and the highest is 15 points. Score 8 points and below is defined as a coma. Score on a scale
of 3-5 points is prognostically extremely unfavorable, especially if it is combined with wide
pupils and the absence of an vestibulo-ocular reflex. Correlation of outcomes with a Glasgow
score

Despite world recognition and prognostic benefits, the Glasgow Scale has several
important limitations.

First, the scale is not suitable for initial assessment of patients with severe head trauma.
This is due to the fact that highly qualified medical personnel of the "first aid" should
intubate, sedate or mioplegiruat these patients before transportation to the hospital. As a
result, it is not possible to accurately determine the Glasgow score in almost 50% of patients
with brain trauma who are in a coma in the "first aid" stage.

Secondly, patients with severe head trauma often have to use sedatives, narcotics and
muscle relaxants to control increased intracranial pressure. Thus, it is difficult to determine
accurately the CLH assessment for these patients on a daily basis while they are in the ICU.

Thirdly, periorbital tumor, hypotension, hypoxia and intubation may be associated with
a distortion of the evaluation on a scale.

There are 5 main principles of Management given by Henri Fayol’s . He identifies
division of Work, authority, discipline, unity of command, unity of direction as the basic
principles of hospital management.

Division of Work - It means dividing the work among individuals across various
departments of organization. Division of work is done according to the skills of people which
leads to specialization, specialization helps in enhancing the overall efficiency that results in
raising the profitability and productivity of company.

Authority - Maintaining a proper balance in between the authority (power) and
responsibilities (duties) is must for effective functioning according to Henri Fayol’s.
Managers should be given authority to give orders with reference to their responsibilities. In
case if manager has more authority than responsibilities on him, then he may misuse his
powers. On the other hand, in case of excessive responsibility managers may get frustrated.

Discipline - Discipline means respecting and obeying rules and regulations that runs the
organization. These rules should be strictly followed and should not be broken. Disciple may
be of 2 types: Self-discipline and Enforced discipline. In order to maintain discipline,
impartial judgement and a proper supervision is required.

Unity of Command - Unity of command states that every employee should be
accountable to one employer only. A subordinate should receive order and report to only one
superior. Dual subordination should be avoided as it poses various difficulties in functioning
of managers.

Unity of Direction - Unity of direction means that all team members working towards
the same objective should be directed by one superior using one plan. It will lead to proper
coordination of actions carried out by organization.

Examples of how the mind affects the body are everywhere. Some are quite common:
tears are a physiological response to a feeling. But some people are clearly unwell still it may
be quite difficult to determine the cause. Being sick people turn to medical men to provide a
diagnosis. But it’s psychologists who should deal with them.

There are hundreds of illnesses that are purely psychosomatic or have a psychosomatic
component, yet medical community remains in the dark about this. Physicians do not
recognize psychosomatic disorders or if they do they tell the patient it’s all just in the mind.
But it is not just in the mind. It’s psychosomatic.

John Sarno, a pioneer in psychosomatic medicine and head of the outpatient
department at NY University Center developed the theory that people often prefer to feel
physical pain rather than to experience deep emotional pain. Sarno believes that when patients
start thinking about what may be unconsciously upsetting them, they can get a chance for
recovery. When symptoms are seen for what they are, they serve no purpose and go away.

Sometimes the patient needs the help of psychotherapy to do this. If we look closer at
some of the things we suffer from: short or long sight, poor hearing, allergies, ulcers,
constipation etc. they can tell us a lot about our deepest beliefs and emotions. And if we can
process the painful experiences we can certainly reduce any damage to our health and
hopefully avoid many problems.
