4.3.3. Delayed payment of the tuition fees within 14
calendar days from the date specified in clauses 3.4.1. and
3.4.2. of this Contract;

4.3.4. Inability to properly fulfill obligations for paid
educational services due to the actions (inaction) of the
Student;

4.3.5. Due to the application of disciplinary measures to
the Student in the form of expulsion.

4.4. This Contract is terminated prematurely:

4.4.1. At the Student's initiative, including in the case
of the transfer of the Student to continue mastering the
educational program to another organization that carries out
educational activities;

4.4.2. Under circumstances beyond the control of the
parties, including the liquidation of the Executor.

4.4.3. Under circumstances set out in clause 4.3 of the
Contract.

5. RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PARTIES

5.1 For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of their
obligations under this Contract, the Parties shall be liable
under the legislation of the Russian Federation and this
Contract.

5.2. In case of violation of the terms of payment for the
service The University has the right to demand payment of
a penalty (interest) on the amount of debt in the amount
determined by the key rate of the Bank of Russia in force in
the respective periods.

5.3. If a lack of paid educational services is found,
including the provision of such services not to the full
extent provided by the educational programs (part of the
educational program), the Customer shall have the right to
demand at his choice:

5.3.1. Free provision of educational services;

5.3.2. Proportional decrease in the cost of paid
educational services;

5.3.3. Reimbursement of the expenses incurred by the
Customer to remedy the shortcomings of the paid
educational services provided by the Customer or by third
parties.

5.4 The Customer has the right to refuse to execute the
Contract and demand full compensation of losses, if the
shortcomings of the educational service are not eliminated
by the Executor within 45 days. The Customer also has the
right to refuse from the execution of the Contract, if he
discovered a significant disadvantage of the provided
educational service or other significant deviations from the
conditions of the Contract.

5.5. If The University has violated the terms for the
provision of paid educational services (the terms of the
beginning and (or) the end of the provision of paid
educational services and (or) the intermediate terms for the

Amendments
and additions to the Contract shall be made as
supplementary agreements and signed by authorized
representatives of the Parties.
